Change of rule 7J
(j) The Committee shall appoint at each AGM 3 of its number to act as CS&PF Trustees (with 

each being deemed to have ceased to be a Trustee upon ceasing to be a member of the 

Committee). All funds and property of the club shall be vested jointly in the Trustees. The 

Trustees shall act, as to such funds or property, in accordance with the directions of the

Change of Section 10
Swim Registration Fees:

Channel aspirants shall pay Swim Registration fees as fixed by the Committee annually and set at the Annual General Meeting. The fees are to cover the expenses of the Federation. The Fees for the current year shall be posted on the Federation website following the AGM and shall include rates for solo, relay, single and multiple crossing-attempts as well as administrative fees for registration-changes and late payments. Any fee-type will stay the same if not altered at an AGM.
To
Swim Registration Fees:

Channel aspirants shall pay Swim Registration fees to cover the expenses of the Federation. The Fees for each year shall be fixed by the Committee annually in accordance with any direction of the Membership at the immediately preceding Annual General Meeting or, if none, at the discretion of the Committee. The fees are to be posted on the Federation website before 1st January in each year and rates for solo, relay, single and multiple crossing-attempts are to apply throughout the year. If rates for administrative fees are included for registration-changes, late payments or other reasons, these are illustrative only and are subject to change at the direction of the Committee.

Notes for the AGM: 
Key reason for having the Committee set the fees by default in the absence of a specific AGM motion directing what the fees are to be, is to enable the fees to come in to force promptly after they are set and based on the up to date financial position. Conversely, if the AGM sets the fees, it does so by reference to the financial accounts for the last financial year and the new fees are then delayed from coming in to force until the start of the following calendar year.
